Registration Opens-

On April 15t 2026 anytime after 8:00am (EST) go to www.glpmts.ca and click
on the REGISTRATION page. Once there follow the link to “Register for event”
This will bring you back to your account, you can log into and “Register for
event”. You will be asked to complete your registration and submit payment,
and email confirmation and receipt will be provided.

Please note each rider will need to “Create an Account” and “Register for
event” themselves. Each account will be limited to one registration/ rider
position. *** This will affect any couples or groups hoping to register as a
team. You will find that the process runs similar to concert tickets on
ticketmaster but you can only buy one seat. ***

Adding items to your cart like your event t-shirt and evening dinner tickets are
free and limited to one (1) per rider. You can however add an additional
Banquet ticket at a cost of $50. There will be no transfers of registration from
one person to another.

Civilian Rider spots will be first come first serve and will be capped at fifty
(50). After those first 50 the same registration process is to be followed for
anyone wishing to get on the wait list.
